Patients currently being treated with Warfarin, Aspirin, or Plavix should stop treatment for one week prior to procedure.

Referrals will not be accepted in the following situations:

· Patients under 16 years of age

· Recurrent chalazion at the same site

· Chalazion in proximity of the tear duct

· Chalazion on lid margin

· Ulcerated lid lesions

· Lesions outside the lid area

Chalazia not suitable for CNS chalazion clinic may be referred to the outpatients department by posting/fazing a letter to the OPD appointments.
